Townships are specifically not authorized under new Chapter 3780 to prohibit or limit home growing ol marijuana as authorized by
that chapter, or to prohibit or restrict any other activity authorized by that chapter. An attached sample resolution that the township
can adopt to prohibit adult use cannabis operators within the township. Also, in the cvent that the township did not previously adopt
aresolution to prohibit or limit the number of medical marijuana cultivators, processors, or retail dispensaries licensed under
Chapter 3796, and wishes to do so now, we have included an attached sample resolution that the township can adopt. We have
already adopted this resolution.
